San Juan, Puerto Rico



June 6-10, 2007

Thank you for sending me as your Delegate to the National Convention this year.  It was quite an experience – not only because of the fabulous location but because this was my first time to attend a National NAIW convention.

I thought I had caught the excitement of NAIW but I was totally unprepared for the enthusiasm generated by the several hundred members that were in attendance.

I was excited to attend the convention with our own Donna Amos who was competing for the National award for Insurance Professional of the Year.  Unfortunately, Donna did not take home the prize but she should be very proud for making it that far. She is part of an elite group of women and even she admitted the competition gets very tough at the national level. She is our winner, though, and we are very proud of her.

Outgoing President Gloria Bruno’s theme this year was “No Boundaries” and that theme was evident throughout the conference. 

 Our first keynote speaker was Eric Alexander, who leads physically challenged individuals on mountain climbing expeditions.  He was part of a team to reach the summit of Mount Everest and he led his blind friend to the top with him – talk about “no boundaries”.  He told us that the week following the convention he was leading six blind teenagers to the top of Mt. Kilimanjaro in Africa.   His talk focused on several attributes of leadership and success.

Another highlight of the first day of meetings was the Communicate With Confidence Speak Off where the 9 regional winners competed for the National award.  Since I have been a CWC contestant in the past, I was especially excited about this part of the meeting.  Each contestant was wonderful and I am glad I was not judging the competition! 

Corporate sponsors were also recognized on the first day of meetings.  Each one said how extremely proud they are to be supporting NAIW.

The second and third business sessions focused on the NAIW administrative report for the past year.  There were several exciting announcements:

· NAIW has formed the NAIW (International) Legacy Foundation. It’s purpose is to perpetuate the Insurance and Risk Management industries through the financial support of college chapters, attract financial grants from other 501 c-3 foundations that are designed to promote women in business, and provide financial support to NAIW members for new education programs, industry white papers, and keynote speakers for educational programs and conventions.

· The new headquarters building should be completed in July. You can check out photos of the building’s progress on www.naiw.org  Construction of this new building was a fiscally sound option for NAIW. There is no benefit to NAIW to lease office space because of our tax status and continuing rent payments would cause the profit from the sale of the former building to be depleted rather quickly.

· President Bruno’s charity focus this year was the Laura Bush Foundation. We partnered with this Foundation to restock libraries in the Gulf Coast area.  After all donations were totaled from the State, Regional, and our National meeting this year, Tom Crawford, CEO of Crawford and Company, announced that his company would match the total amount we’d raised.  This enabled NAIW to donate $22,500 to the Laura Bush Foundation.

Our second keynote speaker was Tom Crawford, CEO of Crawford & Company, who is a Platinum Level I sponsor with a donation of $25,000.  Tom firmly believes in the NAIW mission and talks about us everywhere he goes. His talk focused on how important the human factor is to a company’s success. He believes that investing in people will always work. He also talked about how important it is to pay back the investment that’s been made in you by investing in someone else.   I also learned that Tom is originally from Roanoke—no wonder I liked him so much. 

The highlight of the third and final business session was the installation of officers.  Faye Evans was installed as President, Jenelle Duffy, President-Elect, Linda Wilson, Vice President, and Margaret Wildi, Secretary. 

Faye announced that her theme for the year would be “You are the most essential piece”.  She handed out several q-tips tied together with a puzzle piece.  Of course, we all quickly figured out the meaning behind the puzzle piece, but what did the q-tips mean? As it turns out, “QTIP” stands for “Quit Taking It Personally”---sound advice for me, and probably all of us as well, in everything we do (professionally and personally). 

Our final keynote speaker was Isadora Silver who is author of the book “The Chutzpah Connection: Blueprint for Success”.  She started off with a quote from Booker T Washington that (paraphrased) says: Success isn’t measured by the position one has reached, but by the obstacles they’ve overcome to get there. This lady definitely overcame some obstacles to get where she is today.  She believes that to be successful, you need courage, compassion, and “chutzpah” – which is living life on your terms.   You have to say that last one with a little bit of attitude. She also believes that everyone should have a BHAG (Big Hairy Audacious Goal)….what is yours?

Other highlights were the Regional dinner on Friday night, which featured a traditional Puerto Rican meal and dancers! It was a lot of fun.  The closing event on Saturday was also a lot of fun as we all hit the dance floor and enjoyed the great disco music provided by the band. After that, we were entertained by champion salsa dancers who were incredible. 

Our hats are definitely off to the Puerto Rico association who hosted us.  They all work hard but also know how to have a good time.  They were so proud to have everyone join them in San Juan.

Overall, it was an experience I will never forget and I so appreciate being given the opportunity to attend.
