Following is a brief summary of the Virginia State Police Safety Day which I attended on
Saturday.

We were invited by the Virginia State Police to attend their annual Safety Day on October 4,
2008, to distribute TIKE stickers. The event coordinator had seen a news item about the stickers
from an event in Amherst County.

I took along my helper (see photo) and we distributed a few hundred TIKE stickers. Sgt.
Carpentieri of the Virginia State Police is very enthusiastic about the program and asked me to
leave a supply of stickers with him. He assured me that he would help us publicize this program
in our part of the state. He understands the importance of the program and will see that other
emergency responders in our area are aware of the stickers and will know to look for them when
responding to an accident involving small children. All the parents and grandparents I talked to
on Saturday were very appreciative.

We have also been contacted by Officer McClanahan of the Virginia Tech Police Department's
Community Outreach Unit. They perform free car seat checks and installations at their office
and would like to have stickers available to distribute to parents. He said he would be happy to
invite us should they schedule a promotional event.
