September Program

As part of our association's commitment to and re-focused effort towards education opportunities for our members, we will be offering two 30 minute classes from NAIW's I Can Series at our September meeting.  

The programs offered and a brief description of each follows: 

Wheels of Misconception 

The wheels that we utilize today range from ATVs to golf carts! Many clients are oblivious to the exclusions of their homeowner and personal auto policies when driving certain motorized vehicles or non-owned vehicles. Assuming insurance coverage is dangerous for a client and dangerous for your E&O exposure. This presentation will expose the how's and when's of coverage - or not! Get an update on the proper coverages and avoid any wheels of misconception!

Insuring The Home-Based Business 

Home-based business is one of the fastest growing areas of the economy, but many are not properly insured. Does homeowner’s insurance cover business losses? Probably not! This presentation is an analysis of home-based businesses as well as the activities and specific exclusions that are triggered by the term "business" in the homeowner’s policy. You will get the scoop on what’s covered and what’s not! Actual claim situations will be given along with recommendations for reducing risks and protecting business assets.

The I Can Series can be used to fulfill part of the requirements for earning your CPIW and/or DAE designations.  If you plan to use the I Can Series to fulfill your educational requirement, you must take 6 of the 30-minute programs offered in the series and one of the 4 hour programs.  We hope to offer one of the four hour programs in the near future, possibly over a series of lunch-time sessions.  Many of you took 4 of the 30-minute sessions at our state council meeting in 2004.  

If you would like to earn a certificate of completion for taking these two additional courses, please let me know no later than 9/6/06 so that I'll have plenty of time to order and receive the books.

If you are simply interested in attending the class and not receiving a certificate of completion, we will have copies of the course material available for you at the meeting.

Even if you have already completed your CPIW and/or DAE designation, you will still find these programs contain valuable information.  We want our members to know that we value your time and want to make your attendance at the monthly meetings worthwhile for you and your employers.
